Mediation around the World

Many approach conflict from the “bring it on, put up your dukes” mentality; still others take the “head for the hills” approach when they get so much as a sniff that conflict may be in the air.   Mediation offers the happy medium.





While mediation in the U.S. has strengthened in the last 20 years or so, it is not a new concept.  Consider mediation from a historical, international perspective.





Many Asian cultures use formal litigation as a last resort, as it is considered shameful.  Due to their rich history of mediation, relatively low numbers of lawyers practice in Japan.





 A respected member of the community serves as a mediator at an informal neighborhood gathering called a moot, convened to settle disputes in Africa.





Islamic culture hires quadis—specialized go-betweens who keep peace by mediating disputes.





In Asia, Buddhist traditions encourage dispute resolution through moral persuasion.





In The Middle Ages, Christian clergy mediated disputes between families and sometimes even over diplomatic disputes.  Clergy often acted as mediators between criminals and authorities.





The U.S. served as mediator between nations such as Bolivia and Chile in 1882 and Russia and Japan in 1905.

Mediation in Ohio


Currently, thousands of mediators practice throughout Ohio and the United States.  The Ohio State Bar Association lists almost 200 mediators in its on-line directory.  The Mediation Association of Northeast Ohio (MANO) lists 50.  The Ohio Mediation Association (OMA) shows 162 registered.  





Because affiliation with a mediation association is not required, hundreds more independent mediators in Ohio may be practicing in the field.
